NOTICE TO DOG OWNERS: Please be considerate of your neighbors. Please clean up after your dogs
Please make sure you know where your dog is at all times! It is required that all animals must have proof
of vaccination and a pet license with the Town. If you have more than three (3) dogs, you are required to
have an Annual Kennel Permit.

Permits: There are Town Ordinances regarding mobile homes, buildings, fences, etc., so please make
sure to read and check on setback permits, mobile home/trailer permits, or home improvements, etc.
